
Transportation - Getting to Suzhou International Conference 
Center (Suzhou Central Hotel) 
 

Tourists who want to come to Suzhou often fly to Shanghai and then take a bus or high-speed train onwards to 
Suzhou . There are shuttle bus services from Shanghai Pudong International Airport and Hongqiao 
International Airport to Suzhou , with duration approximately 2 hours from Pudong Airport and 1 hour from 
Hongqiao Airport , respectively. In addition, there are plenty of high-speed trains running from Shanghai to 
Suzhou . Trains depart from Shanghai 's main station every half an hour and the journey time varies between 
30-50 minutes.

Taxi Fee in Suzhou  
F1  10 yuan  for the first 3km  
F2  1.8 yuan/km  for the distance between 3km - 5km  
F3  2.7 yuan/km  for extra distance exceeding 5km  

Total Fee  F1+F2+F3
